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ISSUE: 
 

Cambodia has the highest percentage of amputees in the world. 81.5% of Cambodiaôs 
disabled people live in the countryside. During our many months of home-interviewing 
rural bicycle recipients, and landmine-affected family support recipients, we came 
across a large number of families whose village homes were in derelict condition. 
 
Many of these homes have termite-infested main beams and large, gaping holes in the 
grass roofs and walls. Each rainy season in Cambodia wreaks havoc on these grass 

roofs. As a result, these families live in huts that totally expose them to the elements. 
 
There are over 40,000 identified landmine survivors in Cambodia. The most 
concentrated areas of Mine/ERW (Explosive Remnants of War) are the provinces of 
Battambang, Banteay Mean Chay and Oddar Mean Chay provinces in the northwest of 
Cambodia.  
 
Landmine survivors are normally at the bottom of the poverty scale in the rural areas of 
Cambodia. They lack sufficient income to survive from day-to-day, let alone afford the 
cost to repair or build a home.

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Solution: 
 
Successful applicants are provided with all the materials and tools to construct a 5m x 
4m post and beam, grass-paneled wall, zinc metal roofed structure. 
 
Materials and tools are delivered to the family and they construct their new home. 
 
Posts purchased are of high grade quality and have been treated to reduce termite 
infestation.  The corrugated metal roof protects the grass paneled walls.  Families stay 
dry and warm reducing the risk of sickness. 
 
Target Areas: 
 
This project will initially provide homes for landmine-affected families in Koas Krala 
district, Battambang province and Sangat Preysor village areas near the Killing Fields 
outside of Phnom Penh. 
 
In many cases, this basic house construction plan can be easily adapted to provide a 
home, or, a shop-front with home in the back portion of the structure. 
 
Materials supplied are more than sufficient for a 5m x4m structure. In many cases, 
materials that are in good condition from the existing house on the property are re-
used to put on an addition or awning on the new structure (as shown on the cover of 
this proposal). 
 
Construction is done during the dry season: from October to April. 
 
Selection Process:   
 

Landmine-affected families requiring a new home are identified by Cambodian Red 
Cross and Banyan Learning Tree representatives. 
 
They are then home-interviewed by A Mine Free World Foundation (AMFW) board 
members to conduct a needs assessment. Information on the family is recorded at this 
time. 
 
Applicants must own their own land. Any families not owning their own land are at risk 
of losing their present home as often the owner of the land will evacuate any squatters 
once they see any improvements made to their existing structure. 
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Implementation: 
 
Upon successful application, AMFW board members, with the help of local volunteers, 
purchase the materials as outlined in the Project Expenses Chart.  They arrange for 
delivery of the materials to the applicantôs property. 
 
Applicants are revisited in a monthôs time to record and assess the new home 
construction.
